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SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
1 RULES

1.1 The Organising Authority (OA) is Howth Yacht Club.
1.2 The regatta will be governed by Racing Rules of Sailing for 2013-2016 (RRSs), the Notice of Race (NOR), the Sailing Instructions (SI), the International One Metre Class Rules and the Equipment Rules of Sailing (ERS).

1.3 No national prescriptions will apply.     

1.4 Rule 70.5(a) will apply.
1.5 The Sailing Instructions shall prevail in the case of a conflict with the Notice of Race. This changes rule 63.7.
1.6 The Launching and Control Area will be specified by the Race Officer during the briefing or if it is easier to explain, once in the sailing area but before the start of the first race. This changes Rule E3.1 & E3.2
1.7 Rule E3.2 is replaced by: “the course and any amendments of the racing will be advised verbally to all competitors during a break or between races.”
1.8 Rule E3.3 does not apply
2 NOTICE TO COMPETITORS
2.1 A notice to competitors may be available on the IOM class website at www.iomireland.org but not later than the Friday midday before the following racing day. Should there be no specific information on the website a briefing shall take place before the first race (see NOR, 1.dates)
2.2 Further information may be communicated verbally to competitors during the event in the sailing area.
3 CHANGES TO THE SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

3.1 Any change of the Sailing Instructions shall be announced during the morning briefing, during scheduled breaks or between races and shall be implemented only between races.  Verbal announcements shall be made to call attention to change.

4 COURSES
4.1 Courses and marks shall be explained as part of the morning briefing each day.
5 MARKS

5.1 Marks description shall be explained as part of the morning briefing.

6 START

6.1 Competitors shall be advised orally by a hail of the upcoming race number.  It is the competitor's responsibility to hear this call and start in their assigned race.  Failure to comply with this Sailing Instruction will not be grounds for redress.

6.2 RRS E3.4 (a) is replaced by “Starting: a verbal announcement will be made one minute prior to the start of a 2 minute count down to the start.”

7 CHANGES TO THE COURSE

7.1 The course may be changed between races.  Any change to the course shall be announced verbally in the starting area.

7.2 During a race, a shortening of the course decision may be taken by the race officers and communication of the shorten course shall be done verbally on the leg before the leading boat starts the leg in which she will finish because of shortening.
8 TIME LIMIT
8.1 The time limit for the first boat to finish shall be 10 minutes from starting signal. The time out limit for racing after the first boat finishes shall be 5 minutes. Boats failing to finish within the time out limit shall be recorded DNF, OCS, DNS or DNC as appropriate. This changes RRS 35.
9 PROTESTS
9.1 When available we shall appoint a Race Officer & Umpire who will rule on the protest on-the-spot. His/her decision will be final and may be appealed.
9.2 Redress can be requested as per RRS E6.6 but not later than the start of the following race.
10 SCORING SYSTEM

10.1 Scoring will be based on the Low scoring point system (RRS Appendix A A.1) but where 1st place = 0.75pt.

10.2 12 races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

10.3 One discard shall be applied for each 6 races completed

10.4 Ties for the each series will be sorted in accordance with RRS Appendix A -A.8

11 MEASUREMENT

11.1 The Race Committee may randomly select a number of boats for check-measurement.

11.2 Random spot checks may be conducted throughout the duration of the event.
12 RUBBISH DISPOSAL

12.1 Competitors are reminded that rubbish disposal and recycling facilities are available at the top of the Marina Walkway. 
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
